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The Scheme can help any person
who is threatened with homelessness
due to domestic violence, regardless
of who owns your home.

The Sanctuary Scheme is not
appropriate if the violent partner still
lives within the accommodation,
however you can be supported to
access legal advice and take legal
action to remove the violent partner
from the home and transfer the
tenancy into a sole name. Once the
perpetrator no longer lives in the
property Sanctuary security
measures can be installed.
